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Since the announcement by the Federal Government, of 

funds being made available under its ñBuilding Education 

Revolutionò there has been much activity.  Full details were 

only provided last Friday and applications for the first round 

of funding closed at 5 pm. yesterday. 

 The School Council agreed that we would apply for 

maintenance funding of up to $200,000 in the first round.  In 

my 21 years here, not a drop of paint has been applied 

externally to the original school building. Hence, in this first 

round we have applied for funds to complete necessary 

maintenance work, including painting some areas of our 

school, under the ñNational School Pride Programò 

 We hope that the amount granted will also allow us 

to place synthetic turf on the play area in front of the original 

building, to replace the damaged shade sails in the same area 

and if possible to replace the fence along Barloa Road. 

 Under the ñPrimary Schools for the 21st Century 

Programò we could be eligible for up to $3 million in 

funding. Thank you to those parents who have forwarded 

their suggestions as to how this money could be expended.  

The School Council will be applying for this grant in a later 

round.  It is not too late for you to forward suggestions.  To 

date parents have suggested ï increasing our sustainability 

by installing more rain water tanks, installing solar panels, 

removing Rooms 1, 2 and 3 which are inadequate as 

classrooms and building new classrooms in this area, replace 

the portable buildings with permanent classrooms, building a 

kindergarten on site, breezeways to protect the children in 

wet weather and adding a permanent stage area to the eastern 

end of the Hall.
