UV levelsô is the heading of the latest  SunSmart 

message. SunSmart has a new look website

It is recommended that this website be regularly 

checked for information and for the UV levels in 

our area. When UV levels are 3 or above, sun 

protection is required to avoid damage to skin and 

eyes, which can lead to skin cancer. Protection is 

also needed in alpine areas or near very reflective 

surfaces. 

When UV levels are low a óNo SunSmart UV 

Alertô is issued. To get enough Vitamin D during 

the winter months it is recommended that faces, 

arms and hands be exposed to the sun for 2 or 3 

hours per week on low UV days. This assists 

healthy bone development in children.
