In Victoria the information collected through the AEDI 

will complement existing data to form an evidence base 

for our reforms in early childhood education and care. 

AEDI data will also be used to measure our corporate 

outcome, which is also a COAG outcome, óChildren 

acquire the basic skills for life and learningô.
